       CPV TRAINING PART 2 ACTIVITY: DEVELOPING A PLAN OF ACTION 

Think about how to respond to a range of situations you might encounter while working with K-12 youth will help you have a successful CPV experience. 

SCENARIO 1

Shaina, a high school junior, is one of the youth in your community site and struggles with school. She told you last week that she got C’s and one D on her report card. However, Shaina just said she would like to go to college, but she’s not sure about what she wants to study. She just knows that college is a pathway to earning more money. As a CPV, what might you say to Shaina?
I would first encourage her to look up different colleges and programs and see what sparks her interest.  Once she has found several that she likes, I would tell her to look up the entrance requirements. She may then find that her grades are not up to par. I think having her find out the requirements is a better way for her to discover that her grades might cause problems for her when applying and getting accepted to various colleges. If she finds out that she cannot get into the colleges she would like to attend, I would suggest that she either start at a community college, which has an open enrollment, or find a four-year school that open enrollment or near open enrollment. I might also encourage her to pursue other fields that do not require a four-year or a two-year degree, ones that require professional training, such as being a nursing assistant.
SCENARIO 2

Eric and Hakeem are two of the youth who have been assigned to your work group.  You overhear Hakeem taunt Eric, “Man, I saw your daddy pick up my garbage last week. When you grow up, you should stay in the family business and pick my kids’ garbage.” It’s not the first time you’ve heard Hakeem tease Eric about his father’s profession, but this time, you want to address it because the students are doing a “future career” activity.  As a CPV, what should you say to Eric or the entire group about professions and education?
First, I would say that being a garbage collector is an honest, necessary occupation and should not be shunned. One of the reasons why we promote students getting additional education after high school is so that they can have more opportunities and potential earnings. However, our definition of college is expansive and includes four-year, two-year, and other career training. Explain to the students that each of them has the ability to choose their own career path based on your interests and willingness to do what it takes to achieve your goals. 
SCENARIO 3
Maria’s parents emigrated to the U.S. from Mexico. She would like to attend college but is aware that her parents may not be able to help her reach her goal. Neither of her parents has more than a high school diploma. Additionally, her mother speaks very little English. As a CPV, what can you say to Maria to help her see college as possible? What could you do to support her goal? 

Encourage Maria to see her school guidance counselor to get help understanding what she needs to do to prepare for college. She may be eligible for scholarships or federal aid; her counselor should be able to provide her with that information. She could also call the admission office at a school that she is interested in attending. Individuals in that office should be able to provide her and her family with information about getting into college and various funding options. As a CPV, you could talk to her about your school and maybe get admissions information about your college and share it with her. You could also help her make an appointment with someone at your school who can walk her through the admissions process. If you have access to technology while working with Maria, you could sit with her and have her take virtual tours of your school and other colleges. You can also offer to answer her questions about the college application process and paying for college; if you don’t have a ready answer, tell her you will try to find one for her.
SCENARIO 4
You are working on a college positive activity with a group of inner-city youth. However, the youth are not interacting with you and are not engaged in the activity. The students are from different ethnic groups and have different socioeconomic backgrounds than you.  These differences between you and the students are contributing to a breakdown in communication.  What should you do to improve the communication with the youth and/or the CPV activity?

Do research on the students and the community to help him get a better understanding of what students might be interested in doing. You could ask the students about their interests and what they know about college. That talk might help you come up with activities the students will enjoy. Ultimately, you want to be culturally sensitive (choosing activities based on the students you are working with). Do a self analysis to see if there is something you are thinking or doing that is tied to your life that might be interfering with your responses to the students. Be introspective (aware that who you are may be negatively affecting your responses to the community setting and the students). 
SCENARIO 5
Erica is a CPV, and her time in the community site is almost over.  She is talking to you about her experiences and is questioning the value of her time with the youth.  Erica asks, “What’s the point? Do we really make a difference? These students will probably forget our names by the end of next week.”  Assume you are the CPV team leader or the program administrator. What can you say to Erica to help her see the value of the program and/or her efforts?

Explain to Erica that she might say one thing that can change the life of one of the students. She may not see the results immediately because it may take years for that idea to “click” and for a student’s actions to align with that idea. The process of mentoring is like planting seeds that may take hold at a later time.  Remind Erica that these personal changes happen in increments over time. 
          CPV TRAINING – ACTIVITY 3: PAYING FOR COLLEGE 

In order for youth to believe college is attainable, it is essential for them to understand available funding options: Scholarships, Grants, Work Study, Work and Pay as You Go, Loans, Federal and State Aid.

For this activity, Derek, a 10th grade student, is interested in going to college but is concerned that he will not be able to afford it because his parents do not make a lot of money.  You want to talk to him about his available financial resources beyond family and personal savings.  Get into groups; you will be assigned a funding option to discuss with him.  Using the information in your Toolkit explain to Derek how this funding source could be useful to him when it comes to paying for college and where he can go for more information. Remember you are a resource, not an expert!

Derek, below is a list of several ways that you can fund your college education. 

1. Scholarships: There are a number of scholarships available to students from a range of institutions for various reasons: your parent’s are Lions, you live in a certain town, you are good at sports, you have good grades, etc. You can search the Internet for various scholarships, or you can talk with your guidance counselor. Suggest that Derek uses the MichiganCAP Scholarship Search.
2. Grants: Grants are similar to scholarships as free money to help pay for a college education. They are usually issued by colleges, non-profit organizations, or government agencies and given to individuals based on financial need, whether they meet certain criteria or in response to a commitment to complete a particular project or study a particular field. Below is an example of the types of grants available to help students pay for college:

· Michigan Grants, such as the Children of Veterans Tuition Grant, the Michigan Educational Opportunity Grant, the Michigan Tuition Grant, and the Tuition Incentive Program.

· Federal Grants, such as the Pell Grant, a need-based grant for low-income students, and the Academic Competitiveness Grant. All federal grants require the completion of the federal financial aid form (FAFSA).

· The federal Teach Grant program is for undergraduate and graduate students who plan to pursue a teaching career and who agree to teach in a low-income area and/or a high-need field for a specified period of time following graduation.

· Students should also search for grants available for particular ethnic groups, such as African Americans, Hispanics, Asian Americans, Irish Americans, Jewish Americans, Italian Americans, and Native Americans; for women; for individuals from particular religious groups; for first-generation college students; for high-need fields; for specific fields, such as engineering, math, and science; and for students whose family members have been in the military. 
3. Work Study:  College work study programs are paying jobs offered to certain students based on their financial needs as part of federal, state or college-based financial aid packages. Students usually work on campus or locally for at least the current minimum wage. How much students earn is based on their pay rate and the number of hours they work.

4. Working and Paying As You Go: If you are concerned about having debt after college because you took out loans, you can go to college part-time and pay as you go.

5. Loans: There are many different types of loans. There are state and federal loans, which require the completion the FAFSA. These are loans that you may not have to pay back until after you graduate from college, and they are offered at reduced rates. Students and their parents should exhaust all of their federal and/or state loan options before seeking private loans.  Loans from private lenders, such as banks, credit unions, and other financial institutions, may be an easy option but they are the least cost-effective way to finance a college education.  
6. Federal and State Aid:  To get any aid from the state or federal government, the FAFSA is required. This is the most important document you will need when thinking about how to pay for college. It is the basis for federal and state aid. You can find information about the FAFSA online at www.federalstudentaid.ed.gov or www.fafsa.ed.gov . 

There are many State aid programs, so do research and find out which programs will help you. Some State Aid resources include:

·  The state student aid website, “Paying for College, Student Financial Aid,” can be found at www.michigan.gov/mistudentaid. Also, visit your high school guidance counselor to find information about the various types of state financial aid programs and how to apply for those programs.

· Michigan Education Savings Plan: www.misaves.com. This is a savings plan offering tax advantages for individuals who contribute to investment accounts used to pay for qualified higher education expenses. Savings can be used at institutions nationwide; search for participating institutions.
· Michigan Education Trust (MET): www.setwithmet.com. This is pre-paid tuition plan for parents, grandparents, businesses, and others to pre-purchase future undergraduate tuition at current rates.
